So even
though these VJ/DJ collabs happen every Friday in December
from 10 p.m. to 1 a.m. (no cover), each show is different —
different film footage, different music and, most important,
different people in the space. In an e-mail Cosic writes, "The
visuals follow the beat from the DJ, and we are both creating an
audio/video experience — creating 'visual music,' or something
like that."
